The meeting was called to order at 8:05pm by Mayor Gosine. The minutes of the last two

meetings were adopted as dirculated on a motion by Deputy Mayor Pendergast and
seconded by Councillor Craig. Motion Carried.

RCMP

The following topics were discussed:

The need for traffic signs and street signs.

Lights for the sports field.

Graffiti becoming a real concern.

Sports field to be closed if loiterers continue to destroy it.

The need for a school program to educate the students in taking care of community
property.
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e The on-going problem of ATV's. This too should be addressed from the school level.

e People being harassed by others to be taken seriously by the RCMP, they reported
that they had no reports recently, but they certainly do take such reports very
seriously.

ARENA

Mr. Ford gave a report of the work being done at the arena, and mentioned some ways to
improve scheduling there. He suggested the annual Kiwanis Bonspiel and the Junior Blues
Playoff games should not overlap. He felt the Bonspiel should take place after the hockey is
over.

The Mayor suggested we form a Recreation Commission to deal with all types of sports,
scheduling, issues, etc. which would cut down on coundil having to deal with all of the
internal problems assodated with the various sports groups.

Mr. Ford reported that lights are required on the parking lot and on the exit doors. A
motion was made by Councdillor Kent, and seconded by Councillor Somerton that three
lights be placed on poles and three lights to be placed on the exits at the Arena as soon as
possible. Motion carried.

Other issues mentioned by Mr. Ford were:
e Ammonia detector to be installed.
e Fan to be installed to cut down on condensation.
e Plant room maintenance to be carried out (approximately $5000). This was covered
in a motion by Coundillor Craig and seconded by Councillor Kent. Motion carried.
e Expansion valves to be checked by Cimco. Also that they check on the brine leak.
e Bob Bowdring to assist wherever possible.
e Recreation Commission to consist of representatives from all sports groups.

Mayor Gosine thanked Mr. Ford for coming out of retirement to help with the situation at
the arena and to get things ready for this season’s start up.
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BERN FITZPATRICK AND ISABEL BRAZIL

Mr. Fitzpatrick explained that Ms. Brazil wishes to purchase a small section of land from the
Town of Wabana so that her property would be better outlined and defined. The small
piece of land in question is between her other pieces of property. It was agreed that

the Town Manager would deal with this issue, with the understanding that any paper work
or costs involved would not be the responsibility of council.

ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES

(1) Vokey's Truck — repaired.

(2) Check with Greg Stokes re Arena issue.

(3) Tidy Towns — Mayor Gosine thanked Coundillor Craig and Mr. Ford for their help during
the contest.

(4) Killick Regional Games — The Mayor said he attended, and was delighted that the Bell
Island team won gold.

(5) Rec. Commission when formed could help the team obtain some much needed
equipment for future tournaments and games.

(6) Dave Brazil to be approached for another upgrading course at the Wabana Complex.
(7) Sports Field - agreed that seeding is needed either by a professional group or with our
own forces, but that securing the area should be a first priority. Agreed therefore that the
fence be repaired and the sports field adequately secured.

Also that we will have to hire a couple of people to help with the fencing. This was
approved.

(8) Rock — coundil is obtaining a fee for rock which is being used for cribbing, etc.

(9) Diamond Club area to be deaned up. Mr. Kelloway to be notified that this must be done
within a spedified time frame otherwise council will have this work carried out at his
expense.

(10) Coundillor Craig said a dedication to the Town Clerk will be put in the next copy of the
newsletter (re her many years of service with the town).

(11) Motocross races going ahead this Sunday.

(12) Water situation — The water ban is still in effect, and is working quite well. Not many
complaints received about water recently. The new pumphouse is being built by our
project workers and our employees, and if need be we will have to hire someone else to
help out.
