The meeting was called to order at 7:20pm by Mayor Gosine. The minutes of the last
regular meeting were adopted as circulated on a motion by Councillor Kent and
seconded by Coluncillor Craig. Motion carried.

GERALD MURPHY
Mr. Murphy had an application on the agenda to convert the private garage that he is
building in his yard to a commercial garage.

He was informed that the area where he has constructed his garage is zoned residential
and not commercial, therefore we cannot consider his application at this time. A
motion was therefore made by Councillor Craig and seconded by Councillor Somerton
that we would start the rezoning process. Motion carried. It was outlined to Mr.
Murphy that the cost of the rezoning process would be his responsibility. Council
agreed that they would write a letter to Irving Oil to ask that Mr. Murphy be given more
time to vacant his present garage premises on Davidson Ave. It was also mentioned that
even if the area becomes rezoned, he may not have the required amount of land needed
for such an establishment. Mr. Murphy said he is trying to purchase the building lot
next door to him.

Mr. Murphy thanked council for their support.

ARENA MANAGER’S REPORT

Various topics were discussed: Minor Hockey invoice, bar and canteen sales,
cancellations due to weather, and sometimes cancelled without notice, canned beer,
school curling.

ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES

(1) Councillor Craig said that the motion that was made at the last meeting by Councillor
McCarthy to change our official name from the Town of Wabana to the Town of
Wabana/Bell Island, will be stricken from the minutes as this is not permissible, under



the Municipalities Act. It was suggested that we could possibly have a referendum at
our next election, re this proposed name change.

(2) Councillor Craig said that the issue brought up at the last meeting by Councillor
MecCarthy concerning the Town Clerk should be stricken from the minutes as this was
not the format to have this topic discussed. Councillor Laurie said that an apology is in
order from Councillor McCarthy to Mrs. Butler at a council meeting. A motion was
therefore made by Councillor Craig and seconded by Councillor Somerton that the
section of the minutes dealing with this issue be stricken from last month’s meeting, and
Councillor McCarthy asked to apologize to Mrs. Butler and the council. Motion carried.

(3) Tidy Towns — there were several inaccuracies in the report of our town by Tidy
Towns and they should be written about this.

(4) Newco — It was reported that Newco removed about 8 loads of serapped cars and
two more loads of other serapped metal when they were here last year.

FINANCIAL REPORT

The report was accepted as presented. The Town Clerk informed council that we are
still in a very serious financial position, and waiting on word from the bank regarding an
extension to our line of credit.

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT
(1) Mr. Mercer reported that the pump on Quigley’s Line has been repaired.

(2) Councillor Kent felt that council should be looking for a good leak detector, to
replace the very inadequate one that we have.

(3) Mr. Mercer reported that the backhoe is back from St, John’s, with the hydraulics
fixed. It was felt that the next time we have trouble with the backhoe, we have the
mechanics from Harvey and Co. come to the island to check it out with a view to having
it repaired.

CORESPONDENCE
(1) Letter from Mr. Kelly Russell, Steve Neary Blvd. re water and sewer problems.
Agreed that the Town Manager deal with this matter.

(2) Letter from St. Michael’s High School requesting a donation towards their grad
program. It was decided on a motion by Councillor Craig and seconded by Councillor
Somerton that we would donate $100.00 towards this cause. Motion carried.

(3) Letter from Mayor Graham Letto, President of Municipalities Newfoundland and

Labrador thanking council members for participating in the recent convention in St.
John's.

(4) Several letters from Deputy Mayor Paul Lane, Avalon Director of MNL, it was felt
that council should invite him to attend a council meeting early in the New Year.
