RANDELL AND CLIFFORD VOKEY

Mr. Randell Vokey reported that his son’s pickup truck had been damaged by the
town’s fireworks display on Canada Day. He said he has obtained estimates for
the cost to have the vehicle repaired and painted. A motion was made by Deputy
Mayor Pendergast and seconded by Councillor Laurie that the lowest bid from
Custom Automotive be accepted and the work carried out. Motion carried.
Councillor McCarthy asked who put off the fireworks display and if they were
qualified. He was informed that the fire dept. did the display and that they are
qualified.
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WAYNE SQUIRES

Mr. Squires informed council that he is interested in providing high speed internet
to the island and was lmlimg for a place to erect the necessary tower somewhere at
the front, maybe on A our pumping stations. It was agreed that Mr. Squires and
the Town Manager get together on this to determine the most suitable location for
the tower.

Councillor McCarthy suggested a trial period for this project.

ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES

(1) Ditching and line markings for streets — agreed that the Dept. of Transportation
and Works be contacted with a view to having this work carried out as soon as
possible.

(2) Water Improvement Project — Mr. Mercer advised that the program will be
cost shared 70/30, and that all necessary documentation has been forwarded to the
Dept. of Municipal Affairs, and that they are waiting on the bank now before
firming things up.

(3) Arena — Mayor Gosine informed council that the audit report for the arena
operations has revealed some perceived irregularities, and that the Arena Manager
has been dismissed pending a complete police investigation. Mayor Gosine said he
will be contacting the Dept. of Municipal Affairs concerning this matter.

FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Clerk informed council that there is a significant drain on the town’s
budget due to the payment of outstanding invoices owed by the Arena Operations.
