Meeting called to order at 8pm

Mayor Gosine thanked council for their kindness while he was in hospital. He said he is
feeling much better now and intends to continue his duties as Mayor. He said he was
delighted he was able to attend one day of the convention.

RCMP:

Const. Pike reported on the following issues:

e New Corporal will be coming here in Dec.
Investigation re the arena is on-going.
ATV's still a major problem.

Late night patrols.
Street lights on ballfield — improvement.

ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES:
(1) Emergency Plan — still in the process of being revised and updated.

(2) Gas Tax Agreement — Mr. Mercer said that a new resolution was required in order
to have our Gas Tax allocated in phases: Be it resolved that the Town of Wabana
utilize the Gas Tax funds on an as released basis to pay for the development of the
multiphase water project put forward to the Dept. of Municipal Affairs.

This motion was made by Councillor McCarthy and seconded by Councillor Craig.
Motion carried.

(3) MOG — Councillor McCarthy said that at the convention discussions had taken
place with a view to having the grants reverted back to their original amounts, which
would be a good thing for municipalities.



(4) Land — agreed that a committee is required to deal with this issue, and to meet with
the Municipal Assessment Agency.

(5) Meeting with MHA — we should organize this for early in the new year.

(6) Fish Plant — Dave Brazil is the spokesperson for the plant now, and will work with
council re water issues, odour issues, etc. that are on-going at the plant.

(7) Potholes — it was felt that we should make an effort to get some hot mix or cold mix
perhaps to fill some of the very bad potholes around the town.

(8) Spreader — being installed on one of the dump trucks in readiness for salt and sand
spreading.

(9) Newco Recycling — Mr. Mercer said they will be coming to remove old cars and
buses and other such scrap metal. It was felt that council should get some
compensation for this metal material, and that Newco should be invoiced for last year
and this year.

(10) Action Plan (after meetings) — Councillor Craig commended the Town Manager on
developing an action plan so that councillors will not have to spend too much time in
dealing with issues arising from the previous meetings. The action plan will show the
actual action taken concerning various issues, resulting from the meeting.

(11) Cardboard — it was agreed that we check with other towns to see how they are
dealing with the cardboard issue, as after Dec. 31, 2007, burning of cardboard will not
be allowed.

(12) Gas Tax Funding Agreement — a motion was made by Councillor Craig and
seconded by Councillor Kent that the agreement be approved as presented. Motion
carried.

Next the minutes of the special meeting held Oct. 22™ were tabled, Councillor Craig
made a motion that these minutes (and recommendations) be approved as circulated.
Councillor McCarthy said that he was of the opinion that a full time Arena Manager is
not required, and that the salary paid to the current manager should not be as much
because his hours could be reduced substantially. On a point of order Councillor Craig
said that those recommendations were already approved at the special meeting, and
that a seconder is required for the motion he made in order for any further discussion on
it.. The motion was then seconded by Councillor Kent. Motion was carried with
Councillor McCarthy voting ‘nay’. Motion carried.
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
