The meeting was called to order at 7:10pm by Deputy Mayor Pendergast.

The first order of business was the signing of a Proclamation declaring Special Olympics
Awareness Week (Sept. 17 to 23). After the signing some photos were taken.

The minutes of the last regular meeting were adopted as circulated on a motion by
Councillor Craig and seconded by Councillor Somerton. Motion carried.

RCMP

Const. Tipple reported on the following issues:

(1) Lights needed for the sports field - this is being taken care of.

(2) Bikes on Bell Meadow - out of council's jurisdiction.

(3) Youths driving large ATV’s - a real problem

(4) Const. Tipple expressed good wishes for Mayor Gosine for a speedy recovery.

ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES

(1) Arena - agreed that we would have a special meeting to discuss a suitable pay rate
for Mr. Ford, who has been getting the arena ready for operations and will stay
employed until the investigation. concerning the former Arena Manager is completed.

(2) Recreation Committee - a meeting will be held soon to form a Recreation
Committee/Commission to look after all areas of sport on the island; however all
decisions made by the committee/commission will have to be approved by council.

(3) Isabel Brazil - Mr. Mercer advised that he contacted the Federation lawyer who said
that if Mrs. Brazil is willing to do a title search on this land to determine ownership,
council will sell it to her, if she can prove it is the town’s.
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(4) Gary Sweeney - it was mentioned that Mr. Sweeney will be off work until sometime
in October, and Mr. Frank Hawco will be filling in during this time.

(5) Hired workers John Noseworthy and Fred Rees are working on the new well on
Memorial St.

(6) Grant - agreed that we should approach our MHA for a grant to have some paving
carried out this year on town roads.

(7) Former Diamond Club - the area has been cleaned up since the last meeting, and it
was reported that it is now up for sale.

(8) Water Project - Council has been turned down by the bank for funding. However,
approval was given to proceed with the capital investment plan for our Federal Gas Tax
revenue to go towards this project. This was covered in a motion by Councillor Craig
and seconded by Councillor Kent. Motion carried.

(9) Oil spill - Beach Hill area - the site has to be assessed. But it appears as if Irving Oil
would be responsible for this spill.

(10) Flooding Fitzgerald’s Lane - The Dept. of Transportation and Works reported they
are not responsible for this area, as it is more than 33’ from the centre of the road. Mr.
Mercer reported that there is another area that needs ditching as well, and the same rule
applies re the 33’ from the centre of the road. It was agreed that we check further to see
what can be done for those two areas.

(11) Emergency Plan - Mr. Mercer said he is having the plan updated.

(12) Land - agreed that a committee of council should look into the possibility of
identifying land that could be auctioned or sold as there are many lots of land on our
assessment roll with the owners unknown.

Al this point in the meeting two ladies from the Murphy Centre arrived to give a talk on
the work they are doing:

Ms. Kenward and Ms. Pope explained to council what the Murphy Centre is - a learning
centre where programs and services are delivered from various sites in St. John’s. The
centre provides individuals with opportunities for growth through the integration of
creative learning experiences designed to achieve academic, career and life goals.
They left brochures for council and some for the library.
