“Repay to Caesar what belongs to Caesar, and to God what belongs to God.” The brilliant
if simple saying focuses the question, but refuses to answer it: For what belongs to God,
what to Caesar? Different generations have answered this question differently; the
passage we hear from Isaiah is a remarkable instance in that is describes the unbelieving
King Cyrus of Persia as an unknowing instrument of God’s saving work. In our own day
the “church-state” question is vexed and contentious in the public square; but Jesus;
saying needs first application not in our laws but in our hearts. Paul’s greeting to the
people of Thessalonika reminds us that we have been chosen to hear the Word; having
heard this saying from Jesus. Will you help your people to refuse easy answers and
slogans about the social issues of our day and to search for true wisdom about the claims
of today’s Caesars and of God?
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
